  INSTRUCTIONS TO AUTHORS FOR FINAL SUBMISSION

Formatting:

· Paper size and Orientation: A4 (210 x 297 mm), Portrait. 
· All margins except left: 25mm. Left margin:30 mm. Gutter:00
· Font: Arial, 11 points; Line spacing: 1.15 (10 pt), one column of text.
· No Header or Footer except for what is given in the template (See next page)
· Paragraph- Justified, No indent, No extra spacing before or after, No special effects.
Title of abstract
a) The Title of the paper should be in bold, Arial, 11 points. Upper case font should be used only for the first letter in the first word in the title, proper nouns, and abbreviations and scientific terms if relevant. Biological names of organisms must be used with other general / vernacular names within parentheses. 


b)    Name(s) of author(s): Initials with the last name should be given for all authors (eg: N. A. Wijesinghe). Indicate the Corresponding Author by placing an asterisk sign (*) at the end of the name.
       d)    Address (es) of author(s): The address/es of the institutions where the work was carried out should be given in italics below the names. Font: Arial, 10 points, line spacing 1.15.



Addresses should be indicated using superscripts at the end of each name, if the authors are from different institutions. (eg: S.D. Arachchi1, T.M. Nirmani2, W.T. Henarath3*, and R. M Neththi4). If authors have different present addresses, more than one superscript can be used to indicate the respective present addresses (eg: S.D. Arachchi1,4, T.M. Nirmani2,3,4, W.T. Henarath3*, and R. M Neththi4). If all authors represent the same institution, it is not necessary to use a superscript.
Body of abstract
a) The abstract should be less than one page in length, consisting of not more than one paragraph with a word limit of 350. No subheadings.
b) Figures and Tables could be included only if essential.
c) Acronyms should be written in full the first time they are mentioned in the text, followed by the abbreviation in parentheses. 
d) Always follow SI Units. 

e) There shall be no citations or references.
f) Keywords: up to 5 keywords should be given, separated by commas
g) Acknowledgement: should be restricted to funding agencies/institutions and should be in the form “Acknowledgement: Financial assistance by ……….. Research grant (number).” Names of individuals should not be given. 
h) Email address: please provide email address of the corresponding author.
